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TO STUDENT AND PARENTS

The Royse City Elementary School Campus Information contains information students and parents are 

likely to need to ensure a successful school year.  The term “the student’s parent” means parent, legal 

guardian, or other person who has agreed to assume school-related responsibility for a student.

Students and parents also need to be familiar with the Royse City Independent School District Student 

Code of Conduct, which sets out the consequences for inappropriate behavior, as required by state law,

and is intended to promote school safety and an atmosphere for learning.

Any questions concerning a specific program should be directed to the Principal.

GENERAL INFORMATION

ASSEMBLIES

A student’s conduct in assemblies must meet the same standard as in the classroom.  A student who is

tardy or who does not abide by District rules of conduct during an assembly shall be subject to 

disciplinary action.

Academic assemblies may be held throughout the school year.  Award assemblies may be held each 

semester, parents are encouraged to attend.  Honor Roll, A-B Honor Roll, Attendance, and special

achievements awards may be given at the award assemblies.  Students must have a satisfactory grade

(90 or above) in conduct and have all A-s to receive the A Honor Roll Award.  Students must have a 

satisfactory grade (above 80) in conduct and all A-s and B-s to receive the A-B Honor roll.

CAFETERIA RULES

Students are to be quiet and orderly in the cafeteria.  Students are to stay in line while waiting to be 

served and to sit with their class while eating.  After finishing lunch, student are to return trays and

utensils to their proper place.

Students who bring money to buy extra milk will purchase their milk as they go through the line.

Students are requested to not bring carbonated drinks, example-Cokes.  Students will not be permitted 

to return to the lunch line once they have been seated.  Lunch, breakfast, and milk accounts area available in the cafeteria.

Students may buy ice cream and other extra food items on specified days.  Ice cream is not a part of the meal.  Students may lose the privilege to purchase ice cream and other extra food items due to inappropriate behavior.

CAMPUS DISMISSAL PROCEDURES

Bus Loading Zone

Only RCISD buses will load and dismiss from the bus parking lot.  Car riders are not allowed to load or unload on the bus lot.  Students will not be dismissed to parents on the bus parking lot.

CAMPUS HOURS

Browning Primary hours are 7:50-11:00 a.m. for AM sessions and 12:00 p.m. – 3:00 p.m. for PM sessions.  Students who attend the AM session may enter the building at 7:30 a.m. AM students can not be dropped off before 7:30 a.m.  Students who attend the PM session may enter the building at 11:30 a.m. if they are eating lunch or 12:00 p.m. if they are not eating lunch.  Supervision begins at these times.  
Davis, Fort, Scott & Vernon Elementary hours are 7:45 a.m. – 3:00 p.m.  Students may enter the building at 7:25 a.m.  Supervision begins at this time.  Students who are dropped off at school before 7:25 a.m. will be placed in before-school care and parents will be charged accordingly.  Students will be dismissed at 3:00 p.m. and should be picked up by 3:15 p.m.  Parents of students not picked up by 3:15 p.m. or participating in other school activities will be contacted.  If child arrangements can not be made for immediate pick up, the child placed in after-school care and parents will be charged accordingly.
CHANGE IN DISMISSAL

A student who will need to leave school during the day must bring a note from his or her parent that morning and follow the campus sign-out procedures before leaving the campus.  Otherwise, a student will not be released from school at times other than at the end of the school day.  Unless the principal has granted approval because of extenuating circumstances, a student will not regularly be released before the end of the instructional day.  Parents/guardians must come into the office to pick up their student(s).  Students will not be released early during dismissal time (2:45-3:00 p.m.)
A student who will need to change his/her method of dismissal (walker, bus, car-rider) must bring a note from his or her parent that morning.  In case of emergency a phone call must be received by the office before 2:30 p.m.

COMMUNICATION BETWEEN HOME AND SCHOOL

Good communication between home and school regarding a child’s education is more than a “plus”; 

it’s essential for the student to make the most of the opportunities provided.  School communication

starts with information documents such as this publication, progress reports and report cards, student

work for parents to review and sign, and continues into interaction: messages and phone calls from

teachers, and school open houses or back-to-school nights, for instance.

Students and parents may expect teachers to request a conference 1) if the student is not maintaining

passing grades or achieving the expected level of performance, 2) if the student presents any other

problem to the teacher, or 3) in any other case when the teacher considers it necessary.

The District encourages a student or parent who wants information regarding classroom instruction or teacher procedures should speak directly with the teacher.  If the parent has a confidential issue to discuss about their child, an appointment should be made with the counselor or principal. A parent who wishes to confer with a teacher may call the office for an appointment during the teacher’s conference period or request that the teacher call the parent during a conference period or at another mutually convenient time.  After the parent has spoken with the teacher, if he/she needs more information, an appointment should be set with the principal.  

FIELD TRIPS

All school students attending the field trip will ride the bus to the location and return on the bus.  Parents may not ride the bus.  Parents may follow the bus in their own vehicles.  Since our students are young and need much supervision, we request that other children in the family not attend the field trip.

LASER POINTERS

Students are not permitted to possess or use laser pointers while on school property, while using District transportation, or while attending school sponsored or school related activities, whether on or off school property.  Laser pointers will be confiscated and students will be disciplined according the Student Code of Conduct.

LIBRARY

Students checking out library books are responsible for returning books in the same condition as issued.  Fines will be assessed for damage to books as well as lost books.

MAKEUP WORK

Students shall be expected to make up assignments and tests after absences.  Students shall receive a zero for any assignment or test not made up within the allotted time.  For any class missed, the teacher may assign the student make-up work based on the instructional objectives for the subject or course and the needs of the individual student in mastering the essential knowledge and skills or in meeting subject or course requirements. A student shall be responsible for obtaining and completing the make-up work in a satisfactory manner and within the time specified by the teacher.
Late Work
Teachers may assign a late penalty to any project turned in after the due date in accordance with the following guidelines:

1 day late

minus 10 points

2 days late

minus 20 points

3 days late

minus 30 points

No work accepted after three days

Unexcused Absences

The grade for make-up work after an unexcused absence shall be no higher than 70.
Re-evaluated work, including “re-do” papers will receive a 70 as the highest possible grade.

MORNING ARRIVAL

Certain areas of the school will be accessible to students before and after school for specific purposes.  Students are required to remain in the area where their activity is scheduled to take place.

The following areas are open to students before school, beginning at 7:25 a.m.

· Cafeteria

· Gym

Unless the teacher or sponsor overseeing the activity gives permission, a student will not be permitted to go to another area of the building or campus.

Students who arrive at school before 7:25 a.m. will be placed in the Before School Program and parents will be charged the accordingly.

PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT

Education succeeds best when there is a strong partnership between home and school, a partnership that thrives on communication.  The school asks parents…

· to encourage their children to put a high priority on their education and to commit themselves to making the most of the educational opportunities the schools provide.

· to stay informed on school activities and issues.  A newsletter is published periodically.  PTO activity nights and parent meetings provide good opportunities for learning more about the school.

· to become a school volunteer.  For further information contact your child’s teacher.

· to participate in campus parent organizations.  The activities are varied, ranging from PTO to the campus committee, formulating campus performance objectives, and fostering improved educational opportunities for all students.  For further information contact your child’s teacher.

· grant or deny any written request from the District to make videotape or voice recording of your child unless the videotape or voice recording (1) is to be used for school safety; (2) relates to classroom instruction or a co-curricular or extracurricular activity; or (3) relates to media coverage of the school as permitted by law.

PARENTS MAY

· Exercise the right to review materials, textbooks, and other aids, and to examine tests that have been administered to his or her child.

· Review the child’s student records when needed.

· Attend Board meetings to learn more about District operations, including the procedure for addressing the Board when appropriate.

· Parents are expected to have appropriate language and behavior at school and/or school functions.  Failure to comply may result in school officials contacting the District School Resource Officer or local police agency.

PARENTS MAY NOT

· Breach confidentiality of students.

· Interrupt class.

· Conference with teachers during class time; each teacher has a 45-minute period for conferencing.

PARTIES

Winter Holiday and Valentine parties are given for the students by the PTO and room parents.  Other holidays are not observed with parties. 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Students participate in Physical Education.  Students receive a grade in PE.  Students are to wear soft-soled shoes/tennis shoes during PE.  The students are requested to wear soft-soled shoes for the day, the changing of shoes takes time away from academic learning.

If a child is not to participate in PE a written note from the parent is to be provided.  When a child must refrain from PE for more than three days a note from a physician must be provided and will be kept on file.

SCHOOL FACILITIES

The taxpayers of the community have made a sustained financial commitment for the construction and upkeep of school facilities.  To ensure that school facilities can serve those for whom they are intended – both this year and in the coming years – littering, defacing, or damaging school property is not tolerated.  Students will be required to make restitution for damages they cause and shall be subject to disciplinary consequences in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct.

TOYS, DEVICES AND ANIMALS AT SCHOOL

Students are not to bring toys or animals to school.  Show and Tell activities will not include toys or animals without permission from an administrator.  

VISITOR PARKING

The visitor parking lot is in the front of the building.  Park in designated areas only.  Do not stop in the 

Fire Lane except to briefly load and unload students.
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
